Google Docs
Google Docs gives users the ability to create and store documents and files using any web 
browser (in “the cloud”), access them from any device, and give multiple people simultaneous 
access. 

“The Cloud” is a phrase that means being able to access information through a web browser 
that are stored on a company’s computers. This gives you the ability to access them anywhere 
and share them with others.

*Google Docs works best in Google Chrome, but you can usually use it in any web browser (Safari, Internet Explorer, Firefox).
