Wh- words usually act as the object of a sentence.

Wh- + Aux + S + V

● She (S) likes (V) pizza (O).
● What (O) does (Aux) she  (S) like (V)?

However, some Wh- words, especially who and what, can also act as subjects in English.

Wh- + V (+ O)

● Nobody (S) cares (V).
● Who (S) cares (V)?
● Something (S) happened (V).
● What (S) happened (V)?
